Dear participants of the Congress, esteemed scholars, and guests,

Itis a great honor for us that the materials of this large-scale academic event “Traditional Culture
and Art: Problems of Preservation and Development”, held within the framework of the festival —
are being published in a special edition of the scientific journal Proceedings of the National Academy
of Sciences of the Kyrgyz Republic. We are confident that this collection will provide opportunities
for in-depth analysis of current research issues in the field of art, help identify new directions, and
foster the exchange of experience. This year marks 21 years since April 25 was officially recognized
as the Day of Traditional Music in the history of independent Kyrgyzstan. Since 2004, significant
efforts have been made in the country to preserve, promote, and develop traditional musical art. A
resolution of the Jogorku Kenesh (Parliament) on the celebration of the National Day of Traditional
Music of the Kyrgyz Republic and a Presidential Decree declaring the Day of the Komuz have been
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adopted. As a logical continuation of these initiatives, the Research Center for Traditional Culture
and Art was established in 2024 under the National Academy of Sciences of the Kyrgyz Republic.
Additionally, the international Ruh Sanat festival is now being held with the support of the President
of the Kyrgyz Republic, H.E. Sadyr Nurgozhoevich Japarov, in honor of the 20th anniversary of the Day
of Traditional Music.

The Research Center aims to conduct both fundamental and applied studies in the field of
traditional culture (including national games, crafts, ethnodesign, dance, traditional cuisine, etc.) and
musical arts (such as folklore and the oral professional musical tradition) of the Kyrgyz people and
ethnic communities living in Kyrgyzstan. This work is being carried out in cooperation with academic
institutions from both near and far abroad.

The recognition by UNESCO of the importance of safeguarding intangible cultural heritage as one
of today’s global priorities gives us hope. We believe that through collaboration with ICTMD — an
organization with consultative status with UNESCO — we can achieve meaningful results in Central
Asia, and particularly in Kyrgyzstan.

The National Academy of Sciences of the Kyrgyz Republic has published a special issue
of the scientific journal “News of the National Academy of Sciences of the Kyrgyz Republic”, which
contains materials from the Congress.

The editorial and scientific expert group, in accordance with the regulations of the Congress,
selected 75 scientificarticles coveringawiderange of topicsrelated to the preservation, transformation
and development of traditional culture, oral musical creativity, problems of performance,
ethnocultural heritage, and intercultural dialogue. The selected scientific articles were divided into
two sections: “Musical Art: Traditions and Performance” and “Traditional Culture: Philosophy, Identity
and Transformation”.

Section |, entitled “Musical Art: Traditions and Performance,” includes scientific articles devoted
to musical art in traditional culture, problems of performance, as well as the reflection of traditional
culture in music, painting, literature, theater, cinema and other forms of art.

Section 11, entitled «Traditional Culture: Philosophy, ldentity and Transformation», includes
scientific articles examining traditional cultural heritage in historical, philosophical-aesthetic and
social aspects. These scientific reports examine issues of preserving cultural identity, the impact of
globalization, intercultural communication, transformation of cultural practices, as well as theoretical
and practical issues of crafts and ethnodesign.

The congress will be attended by representatives of the academic community: junior and senior
research fellows, teachers, associate professors, professors, candidates of science, doctors of science,
as well as postgraduate students, doctoral students and research fellows from various universities,
research institutes, cultural centers and creative organizations from near and far abroad. The editors
express their gratitude to all authors who showed interest in the Congress and sent articles of high
scientific level. We are confident that the results of the Congress will make a significant contribution
to the development of science in the field of traditional culture and art, and will also contribute to the
strengthening of cultural ties between countries.
